08.00 - 09.00

Lunchtime/Kai time. Healthy eating is strongly encouraged and lunch provides the ideal opportunity for discussion about healthy food and treat foods. Lunch is a happy, social time. Nappy changing/toileting and sleep time.

Farewelling children/Welcoming children. From now until closing time a variety of activities (both inside & outside) are available for all ages.
